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“Junction of the Potomac 
and Shenandoah, Virginia,” 
by William Roberts, dating 
from 1808-1809. This is one 
of the oldest known prints 
of Harpers Ferry. In 1783, 
Thomas Jefferson declared 
that this view was “worth a 
voyage across the Atlantic.” 
(Museum of Early Southern 
Decorative Arts, Winston- 
Salem, North Carolina)
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It’s a well-known fact that Abraham Lincoln, the 16th President of the 
United States, was shot by John Wilkes Booth during a performance of 
Our American Cousin at Ford’s Theatre in Washington, DC on April 
14, 1865.

But it took 103 years for another stage performance to take place 
at the theatre. Performed in 1968, John Brown’s Body was based on a 
poem by Stephen Vincent Benét and followed two soldiers, one Union 
and one Confederate, through John Brown’s attack on Harpers Ferry 
to the end of the Civil War.

Other shows performed at Ford’s during Lincoln’s presidency, 
including She Stoops to Conquer and Shakespeare’s The Comedy of 
Errors, were also featured on the mainstage during that first season of 
Ford’s Theatre’s reopening.

So, why the gap in time between stage performances after the 
assassination? Being a crime scene, the Ford’s Theatre building 
was seized by the United States government and remained closed 
throughout the assassination investigation. The government returned 
the theatre to its owner, John T. Ford, in July of 1865, following the 
trial and execution of the Booth conspirators.

Ford planned to reopen the theatre on July 10, 1865, with a 
performance of The Octoroon. Although tickets were sold, many 
Lincoln followers were incensed. Controversy surrounded the 
opening of the theater with Ford even receiving threats of violence. On 
opening night, Secretary of War Edwin Stanton sent a detachment of 
soldiers to take control of the theatre. Several hundred ticket holders 
were turned away, and Stanton told Ford the federal government was 
confiscating the theatre. Ford was eventually compensated for his loss 
of property.

Throughout the ensuing years, the building was used as 
government offices. Various renovations and remodels were made 
during the transition. In the process, weight-bearing columns and 
supports as well as many original fixtures and features were removed. 

The box occupied by Lincoln on the night of his assassination was 
dismantled and stored elsewhere.

His body was finally moved for the last time in 1901 
when The Lincoln Tomb was completed in Oak Ridge 

Cemetery in Springfield, Illinois. Lincoln is buried 
with his wife, Mary, and three of their sons - Edward, 

William and Thomas.

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On This Day In Harpers Ferry History
The National Park Service acquired its first property on Maryland Heights in July of 1954. 

The occupation of Maryland Heights was crucial during the Civil War as the heights 
overlook the town of Harpers Ferry and the confluence of the Shenandoah and Potomac 
rivers - whoever controlled the heights, controlled the town. This strategic importance is 
visualized when hikers reach the Maryland Heights Trail overlook.

Troops were stationed on and around Maryland Heights throughout the war. One 
Union soldier, after celebrating too much in nearby Sandy Hook on July 4, 1861, stumbled 
down the Chesapeake & Ohio Canal towpath and claimed the life of Frederick Augustus 
Roeder.

Roeder was the proprietor of White Hall Tavern on Potomac Street, and his family also 
ran Roeder’s Confectionary. Despite his success as a local business owner, Roeder is largely 
remembered as being the first civilian killed in Harpers Ferry on July 4, 1861.

A Union sympathizer, Roeder heard that a United States flag was to be unfurled 
on Maryland Heights on Independence Day. During a cease-fire he ventured to the 
confluence of the rivers to see the sight. 
The event is perhaps best described by 
Roeder’s friend, Joseph Barry, who recalled 
the incident in his town history, The Strange 
Story of Harpers Ferry:

A Union soldier ”... had become drunk, 
celebrating the glorious Fourth at Sandy 
Hook, Maryland. Hearing of the skirmish 
at Harper’s Ferry, he staggered towards 
that place and arrived after the end of the 
fight, and when the confederate enemy had 
retired.  Mr. Roeder walked towards the 
railroad office and while he was sauntering 
about, a shot was fired from the Maryland 
side of the Potomac” [ it was the drunken 
soldier’s shot.]  “Seeing another citizen.. on 
the railroad, the soldier fired…, swearing 
that he would kill some d---- rebel.  The 
shot missed the object at which it was 
directed and striking the end of Fouke’s 
hotel, it glanced and hit Mr. 
Roeder, who, unfortunately, 
happened to be then 
coming ‘round the corner 
of that building.  The bullet 
tore a ghastly hole in his 
groin….  which inflicted a 
mortal wound on him, He 
managed to reach his home 
unassisted—for there was 
scarcely an able bodied 
man then at the place…  
in a half an hour… death 
soon released him from his 
sufferings.”

Reacting to Virginia’s secession, western Virginians created a new state, the only one the Civil 
War fostered. The bitter conflict and governmental realignment aroused issues of loyalty, survival, 
and freedom and inflicted civil and military turmoil into the lives of all white and African American 
residents.

At the end of the war, the Lincoln Administration established the Freedmen’s Bureau to 
alleviate the formerly enslaved peoples’ plight. Bureau agents faced geographical challenges, white 
opposition, and a serious refugee problem at Harpers Ferry. They installed Northern teachers in 
Jefferson and Berkeley counties before working statewide to build schools in Black communities.

Freedom and the Freedmen’s Bureau in West Virginia revisits this tumultuous time in 
American history by presenting the original Bureau agents’ dispatches.

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By 1893, over 500 government clerks 
were working in the building, many of 
whom had been expressing concern over 
it's safety and visible structural damages. 

At one point, it was reported that 
supervisors had to release employees 
floor-by-floor at the end of the workday 
to avoid putting too much weight on the 
main staircase. 

On the morning of Friday, June 9, 
1893, a brick support pier in the basement 
collapsed and like a domino effect, the 
building’s columns collapsed, floor by 
floor, leaving a 40-foot hole through all 
three stories of the structure. Twenty-two 
workers perished and over 60 more were 
injured.

Ford’s Theatre was eventually repaired, 
and in 1933 the National Park Service 
took control of it and the Petersen House 
across the street where Lincoln died. After 
serving for a time as the Lincoln Museum 
under supervision of the National Park 

Service, a campaign began in the late 
1960s to restore Ford’s Theater to its Civil 
War period appearance. This effort was 
completed in 1968 when John Brown’s 
Body was presented on the Ford’s Theatre 
mainstage for the first time in over 100 
years. 

Today, visitors to the NPS historic 
site can see performances on the historic 
mainstage, visit the Peterson House and 
explore an exhibit focusing on the hunt 
for Booth, Lincoln’s funeral train and the 
conspirators’ trial. For more information 
go to https://fords.org/ and https://www.
